Sally Rattle adds two more major trophies to her sa  iling
career

Derwent Sailing Squadron member Sally Rattle yesterday became
Tasmania’s most successful offshore yacht racing woman owner/skipper
when she collected two major trophies from this week’s Optus Launceston to
Hobart Yacht Race.

Sally, and her Archambault 35, Archie, were awarded trophies for winning
both the AMS and IRC rating divisions of the L2H at the official prizegiving for
the race at the DSS last evening.

Overall winner of the race was Tony Harman’s Morgan 35 Masquerade which
had the lowest corrected time under the AMS ratings, but under the race rules
the overall winner cannot also win any of three division trophies. Thus, Archie
moved up to first place in the AMS results, along with her outright win in the
IRC category.

With wins in the AMS and IRC divisions and a third in PHS, Archie has had an
outstanding L2H race, adding to her owner’s previous successes in winning a
Melbourne to Hobart, Maria Island and Bruny Island offshore races.

In 2007, Sally Rattle became the first and only yachtswoman to win the 190
nautical mile Maria Island Race and in 2009 she followed Diane Barkas’ win
the previous year in the historic Bruny Island Race, first held in 1898.

With Archie moving to first place in the AMS division, Host Plus Executive
(Jeff Cordell) from Bellerive Yacht Club came second and last year’s Overall
winner, Stewart Geeves Young 88, Footloose, from Geilston Bay Boating
Club, placed third.

Pisces, David Taylor's Sydney 36 from the RYCT, was confirmed as second
to Archie in the IRC division, third place going to the Melbourne yacht Penfold
Audi Sport, David Ellis” Archambault 31 which had been holding first place
under AMS and PHS scoring for most of the race.

The Tamar Yacht Club entry Allusive, skippered by John Joyce, also moved
up to win the trophy for the PHS division of the race after an enjoyable
“cruise” down the East Coast. Allusive won the PHS division from Ramrod
(Royce Salter) and Archie (Sally Rattle).
